Cutting

the front face paper with a sharp knife, snap it over a

straightedge, then cut the back face paper. Cut holes

for things like socket boxes using a utility saw.

Finishing

Gyproc CoreBoard is not normally finished or decorated

as it forms the shaft side of a GypWall Shaft system.

Snagging and minor repairs

damage, repair and replacement procedures differ

depending on the number of board layers and fire
resistance of the system.
